CSP Subcommittee Update 

of Tier II FY2005 contracts in-
creased from 91 in 2005 to 141 
during the modification pe-
riod.   Tier III FY2005 contracts 
increased from 17 in 2005 to 
136 during the modification 
period, an increase of 119 con-
tract.  Based on the number of 
producers who transitioned to 
Tier II and Tier III during the 
modification period, additional 
conservation has been applied 
to the land due to CSP.     

 From August 1 to Septem-
ber 15,2006, CSP participants 
with FY2004 and FY2005 con-
tracts were allowed to request 
contract improvement modifi-
cations.  This included contract 
holders in the Blue Earth, Root, 
Sauk, Redwood, Redeye, and 
Red Lake Watersheds.  
 Participants were allowed 
to transition between Tiers, 
bringing in the remainder of 
their agricultural operation if 
they were transitioning from 
Tier I to Tier II or Tier III.  The 
option to add newly acquired 
land and new enhancements 
was limited to participants who 
were already at Tier III and 
those who were transitioning 
to Tier III.  Land added to a 
contract by modification had to 
meet the minimum eligibility 
requirements that were part of 
the sign-up from the year the 
contract was approved.  Fur-
thermore, the land had to meet 
the criteria for the lowest en-
rollment category funded dur-
ing the sign-up when the con-

tract was approved.  Partici-
pants were informed that there 
was no certainty of the FY2007 
CSP funding level or the 
amount of funding that would 
be available for modification 
approvals. 

 At this time, all eligible 
modifications are being ap-
proved in Minnesota.  The 
numbers listed are based on 
the last two modification peri-
ods.  In Minnesota, the number
