System approach: 

 Preferred method(s): 

(329A) No-Till, with (590) nutrient Mgt, & (595) Pest Mgt system will score 5 plus 10 
weighted. 

(329A) No –Till, with (590) Nutrient Mgt, & (595 ) Pest Mgt system, 393 Filter Strips, or 
Riparian Buffer system will score 5 plus 10. 

 Grazing systems that convert cropland acres to pasture land will score 6 pts plus 10.  
Implementing practices such as: 528-Prescribed Grazing, 382-Fence, 561 Heavy use Area 
Protection, 512 Pasture & Hay land Planting, 516 Pipeline, 578 Stream Crossing, 472 Use 
Exclusion, 614-Watering Facility.  RMS system will score 6 plus 10 weighted. 
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List any recommended practices to be deleted from the state Conservation Practice 
Payment Document.     None recommended to be deleted from Practice Payment Docket. 

4. The local EQIP program description, cost-share docket changes, and ranking worksheet 
must be reviewed and approved by the State Conservationist before any EQIP contract 
is approved and signed.
