Are approximate locations of wetland restoration practices shown?

Contract Plan Map at Closing



Are final easement boundaries, as described in Exhibit A of the Warranty Easement Deed, shown on both an aerial photo and a soils map?



Are complete title headers utilized, including section, township and range?



Is a legend utilized?



Is the north arrow and scale shown?



Are all field numbers listed on the LTP-11 shown on the aerial photo?



Are approximate locations of restoration practices shown?



Is some form of directional guidance listed; i.e., road names or numbers or ditch numbers?



Is a section corner labeled?

In addition to the aerial photo map used with the contract at closing, the following is needed upon completion of all practices:



Are the final as-built wetland restoration practices shown?



Are the final areas planted to upland vegetation shown?



Are final wetland types with acres outlined and labeled?
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
