
Minnesota Construction Specification 200—Sand-Gravel Slope Protection 
1.
Scope
The work shall consist of furnishing and placing sand-gravel required in the construction of sand-gravel slope protection as shown on the drawings.

2.
Material specification
Sand-gravel materials used in the construction of sand-gravel slope protection shall be graded as shown on the drawings and shall conform to Material Specification MN-305 or, if so specified, shall be obtained from designated sources.

If the source is designated, the material shall be excavated, selected and handled as necessary to meet the quality and grading requirements.

When sources are designated, certifications for the material will not be required.

If the source is not designated in the contract, the Contractor shall inform the Engineer in writing of the source from which he intends to obtain them at least 30 days prior to delivery of the materials to the site.  The Contractor shall provide the Engineer free access to the source for the purpose of obtaining samples for testing..

3.
Subgrade preparation

The subgrade surfaces on which the sand-gravel slope protection is to be placed shall be cut or filled and graded to the lines and grades shown on the drawings.  When fill to subgrade lines is required, it shall consist of approved materials and shall conform to the requirements of the specified class of fill.  Sand-gravel shall not be placed until the subgrade preparation is completed, inspected, and approved by the Engineer.

4.
Equipment placed sand-gravel

Sand-gravel for the slope protection shall be spread uniformly on the prepared base, to the slope lines and grades indicated on the drawings or as directed.  Placement of the sand-gravel shall be done in a manner that will not cause segregation of materials resulting in isolated pockets of either all coarse or fine materials.
