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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

MINNESOTA CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATION 252—Steel Sheet Piling
1.  Applicability

Construction Specification MN-252 is applicable to the placement of steel sheet piling as shown on the drawings.

2.
Material specifications

The specifications complementary to Construction Specification MN-252 are Material Specifications -581 and 582.

3.
Included Items Drawings

a. Plan showing the location of all piles.

b. Foundation profiles and sections showing:

(1) Logs of borings

(2) Required or estimated pile lengths

(3) Cutoff elevations

c. Sheet thickness (gauge) and minimum section modulus.

d. Surface treatment required; black steel, galvanized, aluminum coating, etc.

e. If aluminum coating is specified, the following statement may be used:

"Coating shall be prior to fabrication on a continuous line by the hot dip process.  The coating bath shall be produced from commercially pure aluminum.  Weight of coating shall be 1 ounce per square foot minimum total both sides as measured by the triple-spot test (described in ASTM A 428)."

f. Applicable reference specifications for accessory items required for completion of the installation as necessary.  Typical items are angle iron for caps, bolts, and nuts.


4.  Construction details 
In section 7 of construction specification MN-252, prepare and outline job specific "Construction Details" (CD) in accordance with these instructions.  For ease of utilization, the use of recyclable color paper for the CD should be considered. 
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
